Chairman Sweet would like
the Committee to move forward with an objective and to have a consensus opinion from the ten of
us to present to the Board for their consideration. If we can’t reach consensus then the committee
will vote on it and go by the majority.

Chairman Sweet asked for two volunteers to work with Vice Chair Katva Anderson and
come back to the committee with recommendations for communitv outreach forms that we might
use. Members Wayne Garibaldi and Tom Patten were appointed by the Chair.
